Those who join the challenge will track their run or walks each day by using a fitness watch or through a 
free download of the app Map my Run, Nike Run Club or Run Keeper. There is no set route, and 
participants can run or walk anywhere outside or inside, as long as it can be tracked, it will be accepted! 
Once registered, participants will email town staff screenshots of their routes and results for tracking and 
consideration for prizes. 
 
Each participant will receive a PCSP Race Bag via contactless pick up at the Town Hall. All racers will also 
receive a beautiful Dory Dash medal and in addition to the medals, there will be prizes for: 
 

• Fastest Individual to complete 50km 

• Fastest Team to complete 50km 

• Longest distance completed at one time
