The Bill Churchill Memorial Scholarship is a $500 award given annually to a youth player or worker involved in 
local community programs. This award recognizes outstanding achievements in sports, academics, community 
leadership, and mentorship.

ELIGIBILITY 
Nominees should:

• Be actively involved in local community programs (as a player or in a support role).
• Demonstrate leadership within their community or sport.
• Show a commitment to fostering excellence in both sports and academics.
• Exhibit positive mentorship and support for youth in the aprogram.
• Resident of Portugal Cove – St. Philip’s for the 2024-2025 school year. 
• Include two letters of reference from: coach, teacher, supervisor, etc. 
• Be a youth in Level 1, Level 2, or Level 3, or entering a post-secondary program.

SELECTION PROCESS
•  Nominations may be submitted by local organization chairs or leads, family members, coaches, community 

members, teachers etc. 
• An independent judging panel will review the applications.

• Encourage youth to be active leaders in their communities.
• Support the development of healthy communities through athletics.
• Recognize youth who inspire others through dedication, sportsmanship, and volunteerism.
